A few reminders for umpiring:
 - Please remember that you need to sign on at 

the umpires control area at least 10mins before the 
game. If you are playing/coaching the game before 
you umpire, you may be best to sign on before your 
own game so that you have time to get to your 
umpiring court to check nails & to ensure that the 
captains have tossed for centre pass etc,  

- All umpires need to wear their Gazelles uniform 
or white. You may wear your white top from the 
old uniform over your bodysuit. The Gazelles navy 
polar fleece or plain white jumper is acceptable for 
cold weather - other colours or printed tops are not 
acceptable. 

 - Remember to be confident, use a big voice and 
blow your whistle loud enough for all 14 players to 
hear! Good Luck to all umpires! -Kristin Parle
