GAMES IN 2010
+  From the Team Bench, coaching is allowed while play
is in progress. Coaching is also allowed during intervals
but not allowed during any Stoppage. Team Officials and
bench players may not indulge in inappropriate com-
ments or behaviour, including moving up and down the
Side Lines or along the Goal Lines during play

DUTY OF CARE - PLAYER SAFTEY

No item of jewellery, except a wedding ring and/or
medical alert bracelet, shall be worn. If either or both
are worn, each shall be taped. (Rule 1.4.3)

No adornment that may endanger player safety shall
be worn (Rule 1.4.4)

Fingernails shall be short and smooth (Rule 1.4.5)

If you are umpiring at the beginning of the day please ensure
the posts have post pads on, if they don't ask one of the team
managers to arrange it.
